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Political Spectrum

On the political spectrum, I am near the centre, slightly leaning towards the left. In general, I am opposed to right wing extremes such as capitalism and am more for a balance between government and individualism, though I am slightly left wing since I am currently a student. Most of my answers to the questionnaire showed few extremes in opinion. For example, I do not believe in the wide use of the death penalty but I do believe that there will be cases where it should be used for the general good. Being a young person, I understand the importance of health care funding and improving the environment. Post-secondary funding is also a high priority that I lean left for; as a student, it is important that I be able to pay for my university tuition. I dislike the conservative policy of a closer relationship to the US because of their melting pot policy and the threat of losing the sense of Canadian-ism though I do support friendly ties with our neighbours for defensive and economic reasons. On the other hand, I am not against increase taxes if it is used to support other government spendings, but nor am I for it. Daycare programs and military funding are not in my interest and neither is censorship. On gun control, however, I strongly believe in the need to lower the amount of firearms in Canada. Overall, I believe in the fundamental principles of improving social programs, though I know that they are impractical in practice, while I disagree with the conservative view of an economy and trade-based country. The result is that I am liberal on the political spectrum.
