Masked soldier: Thank you very much. The great bin Laden, honourable members of al-Qaeda and the Taliban, future martyrs, fellow freedom fighters: As we gather tonight, our nation is at war, our Jihad is continuing, and the foul Americans and their puppets are fighting back. Yet our cause has never been stronger. (Applause.)
We last met in a hidden dugout beneath Kabul. In four short months the Americans have rebuilt their symbols of evil, bullied their “allies” of forces, captured, arrested, and sent our brethrens to Guantanamo Bay and destroyed our training facilities (Jeers.)

The last time we gathered like this, the mothers and daughters of Afghanistan were carrying out their righteous duties under the holy law. Today, these women are forced under American rule in their so called “government”. Such deception is an example of the malevolence of the Americans, the evil intents of our enemy, and the treachery of the United States military. (Jeers.) But when we called our brothers to arms, we fought back with confidence in our courage and skills. And tonight, thanks to everyone, we are making our presence known. (Applause.) The suicide bombings and attacks here and elsewhere in the world have delivered a message now clear to even the most villainous of the United States: Even in a state of dispersion, suppression, and concealment – you will be defeated in the name of Allah. (Cheers.)
Our cause is honourable, and it continues. Our discoveries in the prisons in territory held by the enemy confirmed our worst fears, and showed us the true scope of the task ahead. We have seen the depth of our enemies’ devilish sins in videos were corrupt pig-dogs find enjoyment in the torturing of our comrades. The depth of their insanity is equalled by the fearful atrocities they commit. We have heard too many stories of tormenting and humiliation in their hellhole prisons, targeting our brave brothers and wives for whom we fight to protect.
These devastating results ensure that, far from ending here, our holy war for eternal justice is only beginning. Those 19 great men who sacrificed themselves on the day of Retribution were trained by our best, and so are tens of thousands of others. Thousands of noble martyrs, each willing to give their lives for our cause, are now spread throughout the world, ready to bring forth retribution.

Thanks to the work of Al Jazeera and the Derunta training camp, thousands of brave fighters have been shown the righteous path. Yet tens of thousands more are still under the evil influence of those Americans. The enemy views our men as puppets, and we must cut those strings! (Applause.) So long as American occupation continues, so long as our boys live under such tyranny, our destinies are at risk. And we fighters of the Jihad must not, and will not, allow it! (Cheers.)
The retaliation has reacted magnificently, with courage and compassion, strength and resolve. As I have met the martyrs, hugged the families, and looked into the tired but determined faces of those taking fate into their own hands, I have stood in awe of those who refuse to give up on our cause.
Our enemies send expensive toys to play with our lives. They try to constrain us, calling it justice. But we stand for another justice, made long ago, in the days of Allah. We affirm it again today. We choose eternal freedom and the dignity of our people! (Cheers.)
We have experienced the price of hardships. We have been shown the evil might of our enemies. But in this great Jihad, my fellow fighters, we will see victory for our holy cause!

THE PRESIDENT:  Thank you very much.  Mr. Speaker, Vice President Cheney, members of Congress, distinguished guests, fellow citizens:  As we gather tonight, our nation is at war, our economy is in recession, and the civilized world faces unprecedented dangers.  Yet the state of our Union has never been stronger.  (Applause.) 
We last met in an hour of shock and suffering.  In four short months, our nation has comforted the victims, begun to rebuild New York and the Pentagon, rallied a great coalition, captured, arrested, and rid the world of thousands of terrorists, destroyed Afghanistan's terrorist training camps, saved a people from starvation, and freed a country from brutal oppression.  (Applause.)

The last time we met in this chamber, the mothers and daughters of Afghanistan were captives in their own homes, forbidden from working or going to school.  Today women are free, and are part of Afghanistan's new government.

Our progress is a tribute to the spirit of the Afghan people, to the resolve of our coalition, and to the might of the United States military.  (Applause.)  When I called our troops into action, I did so with complete confidence in their courage and skill.  And tonight, thanks to them, we are winning the war on terror.  (Applause.)  The man and women of our Armed Forces have delivered a message now clear to every enemy of the United States:  Even 7,000 miles away, across oceans and continents, on mountaintops and in caves -- you will not escape the justice of this nation.  (Applause.)

Our cause is just, and it continues.  Our discoveries in Afghanistan confirmed our worst fears, and showed us the true scope of the task ahead.  We have seen the depth of our enemies' hatred in videos, where they laugh about the loss of innocent life.  And the depth of their hatred is equaled by the madness of the destruction they design.  We have found diagrams of American nuclear power plants and public water facilities, detailed instructions for making chemical weapons, surveillance maps of American cities, and thorough descriptions of landmarks in America and throughout the world.

What we have found in Afghanistan confirms that, far from ending there, our war against terror is only beginning.  Most of the 19 men who hijacked planes on September the 11th were trained in Afghanistan's camps, and so were tens of thousands of others.   Thousands of dangerous killers, schooled in the methods of murder, often supported by outlaw regimes, are now spread throughout the world like ticking time bombs, set to go off without warning.

Thanks to the work of our law enforcement officials and coalition partners, hundreds of terrorists have been arrested.  Yet, tens of thousands of trained terrorists are still at large.  These enemies view the entire world as a battlefield, and we must pursue them wherever they are.  (Applause.)  So long as training camps operate, so long as nations harbor terrorists, freedom is at risk.  And America and our allies must not, and will not, allow it.  (Applause.)

The American people have responded magnificently, with courage and compassion, strength and resolve.  As I have met the heroes, hugged the families, and looked into the tired faces of rescuers, I have stood in awe of the American people.

Our enemies send other people's children on missions of suicide and murder.  They embrace tyranny and death as a cause and a creed.  We stand for a different choice, made long ago, on the day of our founding.  We affirm it again today.  We choose freedom and the dignity of every life. (Applause.)

We have known freedom's price.  We have shown freedom's power.  And in this great conflict, my fellow Americans, we will see freedom's victory.
