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The Great War Propaganda Poster

The purpose of this poster is to convince people to enlist. The target audience is groups of young men often found in pubs. The poster appeals to the viewer’s sense of adventure and glory, with “Don’t Miss the Glory”, with “Glory” emphasized through banner and underline, as well as comradeship, shown through the group of five soldiers together and cheering with the catch phrase, “Join Your Pals”. The soldiers themselves are in black as to signify their anonymity and thus giving the sense that the viewer and his friends could be the soldiers. They are on a ridge to symbolize their victory with the sun shining on them from behind if supporting them. The middle soldier is holding up his rifle proudly with a dead German commander and a broken Maschinengewehr machine gun underneath to show superiority in weaponry and numbers. The German head is darkened and given a monstrous look to invoke hate and enforce the barbaric “Hun” view. The soldier on the far right holds a British flag to remind of loyalty, pride, and a touch of duty. At the very bottom in bold, capital letters is “ENLIST TODAY!”- the message of the poster.
