Sixteen items:

Matches, can of dried food, nylon rope, parachute, mosquito repellent, two loaded water guns, dehydrated milk, two tanks of oxygen, stellar map, blanket, magnetic compass, bottles of water, signal flares, first-aid kit, solar powered FM receiver/transmitter, pressure suit.

Scene One:

Your plane has run out of fuel and forced to make an emergency landing in an isolated area in the summer. It is 300 km to civilization and no one knows that you’re missing. Survival depends on reaching civilization. Sixteen items are left intact after the landing. You can take only ten of them. Which are the most important?

Scene Two:

Sixteen items are left intact after the landing. You can take only ten of them. Which are the most important?
