Drama: What Am I?
Location: The fire pit along the hiking trail or indoors

Materials: None

Description: Campers are given the names of animals to act out in front of the rest of the group. They cannot use words although they may make the animal’s sound. The group must try to identify the animal being acted. The counsellor will have a predetermined list of animals, and can keep track of how long it takes for a group to successfully guess the entire list correctly. Counsellors may want to format the activity so that the two groups at the rotation compete against each other for the best speed. 

High Five: The activity leaves plenty of room for creativity and imagination, and therefore focuses on play. Doing the activity relay-style ensures that campers get equal participation, while a caring adult hands out animal roles and makes sure each team is keeping up.

Camp-Wide Active: Capture the Krabby Patty
Location: Field

Materials: 2 sponges, pylons to form a boundary

Description: The game is a themed variation on capture the flag. The teams pose as the two sides of the SpongeBob story: SpongeBob & team, and the evil anchovies.

The two teams start on their own side of the field. They may cross into the other teams territory to capture their Krabby Patty. However, if a player is not in his own territory, then the opposing players can tag them. If this is done, they must sit where they are and wait for a teammate to tag them back in. 

High Five: The activity highlights participation and friendship since teamwork is required to successfully enter the opposing side. Cooperation is needed to keep players in the game. A caring adult watches the game to ensure fair play.

Arts n’ Crafts: Krabby Patty Palooza

Location: Arts n’ Crafts Room

Materials: Colour Tissue Paper, pom-poms, markers, construction paper, glue, scissors

Description: The theme behind this activity is that the group is cooking some Krabby Patties. Campers can make a 2D patty by gluing items to construction paper to make a sort of hamburger. Tissue paper can be used for the patty, and things like lettuce, the buns, sauce etc. It may also be possible to make 3D Krabby Patties by scrunching tissue paper into the proper shapes, although this may require too many materials.

High Five: Play is emphasized, in that the campers can be really creative with the use of materials to make food items. A caring adult supervises, and if necessary, handles the use of scissors and cutting specific shapes.

Specialty: Jellyfish Fields

Location: River

Materials: Nets, bucket.

Description: The jellyfish are simply a themed name for frogs in real life. The campers will be going to the river to learn about the frog habitat, as well as why frogs are good indicators of the health of an ecosystem. They will also get a chance to look close with the frog nets. A counsellor will be making sure the frogs are treated with respect and will therefore take charge of displaying any captured ones.

High Five: The activity has equal grounds for participation since the more hands on campers can help with the use of nets, while some more laid back ones can stay with the counsellor to help examine the river, and look at captured frogs. The activity also emphasizes mastery. They learn to use the nets, and also gain valuable knowledge about the habitat.

Green Olympics: Bikini Bottoms Trivia
Location: Field

Materials: one paper answer sheet, and marker per team

Description: In their Green Olympics teams, the campers answer a series of prepared questions that a counsellor will ask. The questions involve nature, specifically about habitats, and ecosystems. Some SpongeBob trivia could also be thrown in for good measure. Points will be awarded to teams based on the number of questions answered correctly.

High Five: Participation is key since every team member is able to help answer. The teambuilding aspect of Green Olympics encourages friendship as well.
